The Donald Stephens Convention Center near O’Hare Airport in Chicago is a 
huge indoor space with lots of food & automobilia vendors inside as well as many excellent eateries & sports bars 
adjacent to the facility within a short walk. 
 As we entered the large indoor lobby outside the Center’s main show hall, we were greeted by IMC member 
Dave Watt’s beautiful 1971 Curious Yellow 340 Duster.  Dave and his sweety Susan represented the Pure Stock Muscle

 In the same area of the cars, a stage was set up and a panel of former Drag Race Stars including Butch Leal, 
Ted Spehar (owner/builder of the original Motown Missiles) and Joe Pappas of the Missile crew as well as Paul Rossi all 
spoke about the racing days.  Paul Rossi had a Super/Stock 440-6 Challenger that was prominently covered by all the 
car magazines during the day and in the Direct Connection Parts Catalogs for which Paul was Chryslers’ spokesman. 
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 For the E-body fans, there were scores of Cudas and Challengers of all options and color assortments.  Other 
Mopar delights include Road Runners, Super Bees, Chargers and wing cars.  The Hurst Hemi Under Glass 
wheelstander was there with driver Bob Riffle (google Jay Leno’s ride in this car for entertainment). 
  
 Indianapolis area restoration shops, The Finer Details and Miller Auto Care Restorations and Restomods both 
had prominent displays at the show.  The Finer Details unveiled a sinister black 1971 Cuda with an all-aluminum blown 
Hemi that absolutely sparkled under the lights.
