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1969 PLYMOUTH TROUBLESHOOTING CONTEST

INDIANAPOLIS SCTOR SPEEDWAY [
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The annual Plymouth Troubleshooting Contest National Finals was held at the Indianapolis Motor Speedway in 1969.
One hundred 1969 Plymouth Road Runners were assigned consecutive VINs (Vehicle Identification Numbers), assigned
a scheduled build date, assembled and shipped directly to IMS for the event. All were prepared at the track with
identical defects for the competition. The 2-man High School Teams, having won their state competitions, raced the
clock to be the first to get their car running. Along with much fanfare and local tours, the winning teams were awarded
Scholarships, fabulous trophies & great prizes.

Now the connection... The VINs of the 100 Road Runners in the contest have been verified for an on-line YouTube
video, in part, through two members of our Club. Member Mike Leyes’ dad Ed, who recently passed away, had
purchased one of those 100 Road Runners after the contest. Ed bought the car from a dealership in Dayton OH. area,
where he and the family lived at the time. The car’s history was known at the time since the original Window Sticker
(actual name: Monroney Label) showed delivery to the Indianapolis Motor Speedway instead of a Chrysler-Plymouth
dealership as normally done.

More recently, Dave Watt remembered this detail and after conferring with Mike, passed a redacted copy of Ed’s
Window Sticker to the author of a restoration book on 1969 Road Runners. The author had been looking to verify the
100 sequential VINs of the Plymouth Troubleshooting cars. Armed with a copy of Ed’s original Window Sticker, Wes
Eisenschenk confirmed and proceeded with his very informative video. Wes also has a Facebook group ‘Lost Muscle
Cars’ that is highly interesting as well. I'd suggest Googling both the book and the video (YouTube “100 Special Order
