Fixing Stone Chips the Right Way
If you drive your classic regularly, sooner or later you are going to have a problem with stone chips.  The first thing you have to do is clean out the chipped spot.  If it is full of dirt or rust, the new paint won’t stick well, and the rust will continue to bubble away under there and lift even more paint.  Eastwood sells a little rust brush that has a stiff fiberglass core that is perfect for getting out any rust and dirt.  Just twist the brush around in the spot until you get to clean, bare metal, or, if the chip only goes down as far as primer, just clean it of dirt and contaminants.


Next make sure the area to be painted is clean of grease, oil, wax and silicone, because all of these will prevent the touch up paint from adhering properly.  A good degreaser available from automotive paint stores will do the job, then wipe everything down carefully.

Now for the toughest part.  The big challenge to fixing stone chips is finding matching paint if you don’t have any.  More recent cars that still have their original factory finishes aren’t as big a problem because touch paint is usually available for them from dealerships or even parts stores.  But when you have a custom-color repaint done on your car you should make sure the painter provides you with a little extra in a small can or bottle for touch-up later.  Otherwise you’ll be stuck with having to remove a small item like a gas filler cover flap or ash tray and taking it to an automotive paint store to have the color matched, and that can get expensive.
Once you get the paint, just thin it a little so it will flow out nicely, they pour it into a paint pen if you have one.  You could also use a small, camel hair brush or even cotton swabs for this boy, but a paint pen is more precise.

Daub the paint into the chip rather than dragging the pen along.  You would do the same thing if you were using a brush or swab.  You want the paint to build up, but not all in one coat.  Next, let the paint dry while you work on other chips, and then come back and apply another coat, and another if necessary, until the paint bulges slightly above the surface of the surrounding finish when it dries.

You’re ready to finish the job.  When you’ve done all the little bad spots, let the paint dry for several days so it is plenty hard, and then you can sand it flat with a little tool that looks like a fat dowel, or use an old spool and blue small disks of sand paper to it..  Use microfine 1500 grit sandpaper, dampen it and gently sand the area flat.


Work the spot down to the level of the surrounding paint, then buff the area out using polish and a small pad.  There should be no bump or unevenness when you are finished sanding, but the paint will still be a little hazy.  Use any fine polish to take out the slight scratches.  A light touch is all that’s needed for this.  After that, all you need to do is wax the area to restore the luster.  If you work carefully and follow the steps, when you’re finished, you car will look as if it never got dinged at all.
